Minutes of December 17, 2009
Hammes moved, West seconded, to approve the minutes of December 17, 2009 with the addition of the words ‘to adoption’ on the sentence that trails off under the item ‘Guidelines for Accepting Donations of Public Art.’ Motion carried (6-0).

Hanging Feature in Police/Municipal Court Building
Attoun will contact the three selected artists and see if May 31st is an appropriate deadline for submitting a proposal. 
3.
Entryway Feature at Parmenter Roundabout
Attoun will look into why some artists have not received the RFQ for Parmenter Roundabout.
4.
Blettner Sculpture
Conhaim gave an update on the Blettner sculpture. The Plan Commission approved the safety design including the cobblestones surrounding the sculpture. The Plan Commission also approved the concept of lighting the sculpture using high-efficiency lighting and endorsed the idea of the City paying for the ongoing electricity costs for lighting the sculpture. The lighting plan will go back to the Plan Commission for approval. 
Attoun will ask Tim Studer if the sculpture will be covered by the City’s insurance policy.

Attoun passed around a draft of the ‘Self-Made Man Sculpture Donation Memorandum of Understanding – Blettner Group and City of Middleton.’ Committee members suggested:


1. The required maintenance of the sculpture be spelled out in the agreement.


2. Get Larry Bechler’s recommendation on how to fund the maintenance for 99 years.


3. Find out if the agreement should be between Blettner Group or Bob Blettner. 


4. Add that Blettner will pay to move the sculpture if necessary.


5. Find out whether or not the lighting will require a separate meter.


6. Look into an agreement w/ MG&E if the nearby streetlight is on a rate schedule.

Guidelines for Accepting Donations of Public Art
Mackey passed out a draft of the accessions policy with suggested changes; including: 1) that the document was written with 2-D art in mind, 2) suggestion that certain provisions in the policy are unnecessary, 3) that the Arts Committee shall have the right to evaluate any artwork prior to accepting donations of art, 4) that the donated artwork should be accompanied by funds for maintenance, and 5) clarification over who will keep records of donated artwork. 
West moved, Hassert seconded, to include language that the Arts Committee has the option to bring in outside experts to make recommendations on siting art donations. Motion failed (2-4), with Conhaim, Hammes, Mackey, and Teal opposed.

Attoun will make suggested changes to the accessions policy and get copies of the Chazen, MMoCA, and the Wustum Museum accessions policy for guidance.

Attoun will draft an umbrella policy and send the draft to Mackey for review.
