Minutes of November 18, 2010
Moved by Share, seconded by Mackey, to approve the minutes of November 18. Motion carried (7-0). 
Committee members welcomed new member Tracy Hunter-Doniger.

Judge’s Bench Modifications
Schuett explained the original reason for having the wall behind the judge’s bench. She mentioned that she would not mind having the wall come down during court if the blinds were down during court. Britt showed the committee what various wall heights could look like. 

One of the walls (either the partial wall directly behind the judge’s bench or the full wall that obscures the stained glass) is ballistic. The group agreed that if the partial wall is the ballistic wall, the full wall could be removed and the partial wall could be raised. If the full wall is the ballistic wall, the full wall could be cut down to 5’1”.  

Attoun will work with Britt to determine which wall is ballistic.

Stained Glass Lighting at Police / Court
Britt showed the committee various options of lighting for the courtroom. Some committee members expressed interest in keeping the stained glass spotlights off and leaving the halo lights on. Mackey and Conhaim expressed interest in having a modified version of the spots to light to the stained glass, but not have the potential to shine in the eyes of passersby. Hassert and Share will contact ETC lighting designers and try to schedule a meeting where they can view the stained glass lighting and make recommendations.

Walldogs Mural Artists
Attoun handed out printouts from the Walldogs website (www.thewalldogs.com). Committee members wondered how long the murals were expected to last and what surfaces they were painted on. The committee may schedule a trip to Plymouth, WI this summer to see the Walldogs murals. 
Attoun will look into ISTEA funds for art and see if this project, or the Parmenter roundabout could use ISTEA funds.
