Minutes of February 18, 2010
West moved, Mackey seconded, to approve the minutes of February 18, 2010, removing the duplication of the words ‘and appraisal of the sculpture’ in item #4. Motion carried (5-0).

Entryway Feature at Parmenter Roundabout

The Arts Committee received 18 responses to the RFQ. The committee reviewed the images 
submitted by the 18 artists. Attoun will provide the artists’ materials to the committee before 
the next meeting so they can thoroughly review the materials. Hassert reiterated that she 
would like for the committee to bring in an architect for feedback on the proposals, once 
received.

Blettner Sculpture

The Arts Committee reviewed an updated draft of the Blettner contract. 

Conhaim moved, Hammes seconded, to remove the words ‘operate and maintain’ from item 
#2 as they pertain to The Blettner Group bearing the costs of operating and maintaining 
lighting at the 
sculpture site. Motion carried (3-0). West and Hassert abstained. 

Mackey moved, Hammes seconded, to remove item #5, which says “There can be no assurance that the donated art will remain placed in a particular location. The Blettner Group understands that art work that is deaccessioned will not be returned and may be placed in another building or public place, stored or disposed of at the discretion of the City of Middleton” and to recommend approval to the Plan Commission and Common Council. Motion carried (3-2) with West and Hassert opposed. 
4.
Guidelines for Accepting Donations of Public Art

The accessions policy for donations of public art was approved by the Plan Commission on 
March 9 and will be on the April 6 Council agenda. 
5.
Maintenance Plan for Public Art

The Arts Committee reviewed an updated version of the maintenance plan for public art. 


The committee made the following changes:



1. Removed the second paragraph, “A fund of no less than ten percent of the cost of 

the public art should be set aside in a maintenance account for routine and periodic 

maintenance.” 


2. Corrected the spelling of the wording ‘siting.’

3. Added to number 1 under maintenance policies, “The Public Arts Committee will have a maintenance plan developed with an artist or an art conservator’s opinion.”

Moved by Mackey, seconded by West, to recommend approval of the maintenance plan to the Plan Commission and Common Council. Motion carried (5-0).
