Minutes of May 20, 2010
West moved, Share seconded, to approve the minutes of May 20, 2010. Motion carried (5-0).

Hanging Feature at Police/Court
Arts Committee members discussed the hanging feature at Police/Court. Committee members suggested that perhaps the lobby of the Police/Court building is not the most appropriate place for art. The Police Department is planning to place artwork on the walls of the building. With a hanging feature and wall art, the lobby may be too “busy.” 

Hassert moved, Share seconded, not to place art in the atrium of the public safety building. Motion carried (5-0).

Judge’s Bench Modifications at Police/Court
Arts Committee members discussed the idea of making the wall behind the judge’s bench in the courtroom less obstructive of the stained glass art. Conhaim recommended that Attoun should contact Zimmerman to create a drawing of the judge’s bench modifications. 
Conhaim asked that Attoun contact the electrical contractor for the Police/Court building to ensure that the stained glass in the building is programmed to be lit at night. The committee discussed getting barn doors for the stained glass lighting. 
West moved, Hassert seconded, that the Arts Committee will look into modifying the judge’s bench and find a way to light the stained glass at night. Motion carried (5-0). 
4.
Entryway Feature at Parmenter Roundabout
West suggested that we take photos at varying distances from the roundabout. Committee members felt that the October 21 meeting would work best to meet the 4 selected artists.  
5.
Blettner Sculpture

Blettner said that he would begin installation in early July. Attoun will notify Chuck at the Bruce Company to get a street opening permit and call Digger’s Hotline. Attoun will coordinate with Shawn Stauske to look at the boulders as they are being installed to ensure that they will meet Public Works requirements.
