The Public Works Committee deferred the RFQ for a Sculpture in the Parmenter Roundabout 
to collect more information on the suitability of the roundabout for public art. City Engineer 
Shawn Stauske will provide additional research and a recommendation at a future Public 
Works Committee meeting.

Blettner Sculpture

Public Works and Plan Commission voted not to allow the sculpture in the Deming Way 
median. Bob Blettner gave the committee a synopsis of the meeting held with Don Damon 
and Howard Teal.

West drove to the site and thought it would be a good exercise to set up boxes or other 
articles to give a better idea of the size of the Blettner sculpture and how it would look in the 
Deming Way median. 

Moved by West, seconded by Weiss, to recommend that the Common Council refer the 
Blettner sculpture in the Deming Way median back to the Public Works Committee to 
address the safety issues surrounding the placement of the sculpture in the Deming Way 
median and to make recommendations for safe placement of the sculpture. Motion carried (4-
0).

Attoun will put together draft guidelines for accepting donations of public art using the 
information that Lin Wilson obtained from Seattle and information from other WI cities 
(through the Wisconsin Arts Board).
