1. Call Meeting to Order

Saeger called the meeting to order at 6:30pm. 
2. Minutes of August 15, 2011

Moved by Brar, seconded by Carey, to approve the minutes of August 15. Motion carried (4-0).
3. Sustainable City System
Attoun met with Danielle Pellitteri and got some good information regarding construction & demolition ordinances. The Fitchburg Resource Conservation Commission has asked that Dane County consider adopting a county-wide C & D ordinance. 
Committee members discussed the idea of adopting a C & D ordinance for all roofing and siding projects that require a permit. The ordinance would require that 100% of roofing and siding materials are recycled with the exception of asbestos siding, possibly fiber cement board, and wood siding with lead-based paint. 
The committee directed staff to continue researching a roofing and siding ordinance.  

Moved by Brar, seconded by Carey, to recommend that staff investigate the implementation of a C & D ordinance for roofing, and also for siding if time allows. Motion carried (4-0). 
a. Identify Areas of Interest for 2012 (October SC Meeting)
Committee members will discuss priorities for moving the Sustainable City Plan forward at the October meeting. 
b. Catalog Choice for Communities
Saeger updated the committee on Catalog Choice which is a non-profit organization dedicated to making it easy for people to opt out of mailings, like catalogs, junk mail, phonebooks, etc. Catalog Choice for Communities can sign up an entire community with a customized website, help to promote the website within the community and make it easy for residents to opt out of certain types of mailings at their discretion. Then, CC for C can track on a community-level what sort of waste has been diverted. The cost to participate is based on population. Middleton’s cost is anticipated to be about $1,000. Already, there are 300+ households in Middleton using Catalog Choice and there are many large cities using Catalog Choice for Communities, including Boulder and Chicago. 
Committee members asked for a full proposal from Catalog Choice for Communities. 
c. Update on FUDA (Future Urban Development Area) Planning

Attoun updated the committee on the public FUDA meetings that are coming up on September 26 and October 10. 
4. Fall Clean & Green
There will not be paper shredding at the October event due to Pellitteri’s trucks already being booked that day. Bolhuis will get a list of other sites with upcoming shredding events. There is a big change with File 13 costs. File 13 will not be recycling many electronic items at no cost and the remaining items will be recycled at 20 cents per pound. 
5. Community Gardens 
The Bock Community Garden shed is still on track to be built this year by an Operation Fresh Start Crew and using Public Lands Director Penni Klein’s assistance. 
6. Library Earth Day Project
The Sustainability Committee is interested in participating in an Earth Day Event with the Middleton Public Library. 

7. Green Thursdays
The next Green Thursday will be held October 6. The documentary film “Waterlife” will be shown. 
8. Holiday Lights Recycling
The holiday lights recycling program will begin by November 1.
