Definition of ‘Public Art’

Tom Borrup handed out ideas for public art definitions. West asked that landscaping, 
architecture, and functional art be added to the public art types. Mackey suggested replacing 
the term ‘urban furnishings’ with ‘functional art.’

Public Art Master Plan – Update from Tom Borrup

Borrup went over the draft goals for the master plan. Several Arts Committee members 
expressed that they should have had input on the design for the Police Station and Municipal 
Court. West mentioned that Conservancy Lands is developing signs that represent the City 
and she would like the Arts Committee to be involved in that process. West suggested Dan 
Erdman as a possible funding donor and supporter of the arts, and that the Arts Committee 
should strengthen the case in the City that art includes architecture and public landscaping. 
Attoun will ask Penni Klein if she is working on plantings for the roundabout. Borrup said 
that public art is not an ‘add on’ but is often easily incorporated into things that are already 
being done. Borrup went over potential funding models, and mentioned that Boston, MA 
requires that endowments be provided for maintenance for every piece of public art in the 
City. West mentioned that the Recreation Department has classes for performing arts, but 
they do not have any classes for visual arts. Hassert recommended using the word 
‘education’ on Goal 5 and ‘being more proactive for the community to develop awareness.’  
Also, to replace ‘work’ with ‘create’ or ‘display’ or ‘inspire’ in Goal 5. West recommended 
adding ‘provide an environment that is attractive to artists.’
