Minutes of August 19, 2010
The approval of the minutes will be postponed until the next meeting. 
2.
Artist Visit – Entryway Feature at Parmenter Roundabout

Hornecker, Neilson, Stucker-Precious, and Taylor introduced themselves to the group. 

Stauske stated that the roundabout is new to the area and he initially pushed back against adding anything to the site. He is more comfortable with the idea now if the art is not distracting to drivers. The artists were shown where the conservancy trail is located just off the roundabout. Arts Committee members discussed the signs in the center of the roundabout, and whether the signs could be lowered. 
Stauske said that the general consensus among traffic engineers is that it is safer if drivers cannot see across the roundabout.  Ideally, pedestrians should be able to see the art from the sidewalk and appreciate it from there so they are not tempted to walk to the center of the roundabout. Stauske stated that there are not any specific height, size, and width requirements from the DOT. 
West stated that she is looking for some type of art that ties into the conservancy, such as the stained glass art in the police station. Mackey disagreed and said that the artists should bring their own interpretation to the site, and that she is reluctant to give any guidance to the artists. 
Artists inquired about lighting the sculpture. Stauske mentioned that the road is well-lit currently. Staff mentioned that the Lighting Ordinance requires full cut-off fixtures and does not allow uplighting. 

Taylor inquired about whether or not vision through the roundabout should be obscured by the art, and Stauske said that it should. 

Attoun will mail conservancy brochures to the artists. Artists will email Attoun with the dates that work for them for presentations of proposals. 
3.
Judge’s Bench Modifications
Attoun passed around the proposal from Hillcraft for the judge’s bench modifications. The quote does not include the removal of the existing wall and repairing the carpet underneath the existing wall. West asked if Britt could provide guidance for the work and if he would be willing to attend the next Arts Committee meeting. 
Moved by West, seconded by Mackey, to defer this item until the next meeting. Motion carried (4-0).
4.
Stained Glass Lighting at Police / Court
Conhaim passed around a photo showing the next light fixture at the PD. He mentioned that the light that was shipped was the “straight” fixture, but the light that was requested was the “45 degree” fixture. Attoun will contact the manufacturer to switch out the fixture. 
5.
Visual Artists Right Act 1990 (VARA)
Mackey passed around information about the Visual Artists Right Act. Recently, an artist sued a collector of his work under the VARA because the artist’s work was altered. Mackey suggested that we ask artists in their contracts to waive their VARA rights. Mackey passed around waivers that have been requested by other entities. The City Attorney could access examples of other waivers. 
Attoun will look at the recent artist contacts to see if these things were addressed.  
Mackey moved, Peterson seconded, to ask the City Attorney if he could look into how to incorporate this into our contracts. Motion carried (4-0).
