Committee members held a conference call with Josephine Geiger. Geiger suggested the 
artwork should be installed at substantial completion of the building. It will take Geiger 
approximately 3-5 days to install all of the windows. She mentioned that stained glass is 
made of lead and the contract should specify that in the clause about warranties that no 
harmful products are used “in typical use of the building.”  Geiger would need a 10 ft. clear 
area to install the windows. 

Moved by Hammes, seconded by Hassert to approve the draft RFQ for a sculptural 
installation in the atrium. Motion carried.
